Collectively, the artists of Richmond Mills offer studio visitors the opportunity to experience large-scale installation work, fine painting, experimental new media, ceramic production, and more. Once a busy manufacturing district, Port Richmond is now the site of several impressive studio complexes, both in scale and scope. On the other side of the city, a studio visitor in West Philadelphia could happen into the warm home studios of Maria Anasazi and Krim Djennas for a cup of mint tea and some breathtaking art. Both international artists who are living and working in Philadelphia, Maria and Krim bring personal and collective histories into the creation of their work. Krim produces large-scale and semi-abstract paintings inspired by non-Western architecture; while Maria creates intricate sculptures and art objects from curious collections of found books. This October, the Philadelphia Open Studio Tours is proud to showcase the studios and stories of such a diverse and compelling group of professionals.

The exhibition features selections by Adelina Vlas, Assistant Curator of Modern and Contemporary Art at the Philadelphia Museum of Art. Selections from the Studio runs through Wednesday October 13, 2010 at The Gallery at the Center for Emerging Visual Artists, 1521 Locust Street, Lower Level, Philadelphia PA 19102. The Gallery Hours are 10-5, Monday-Friday, with special weekend hours on October 10-11 from Noon-6pm.
