This free event is open to all and features a cash bar, live DJ, site-specific artwork installations by POST artists, a vintage photo booth with Tsirkus Fotografika, and more! 

The Open Studio Tours festival continues with the opening of its annual group exhibition: Selections From The Studio on Wednesday September 15, 2010. The exhibition features selections by Adelina Vlas, Assistant Curator of Modern and Contemporary Art at the Philadelphia Museum of Art. Selections from the Studio runs through Wednesday October 13, 2010 at The Gallery at the Center for Emerging Visual Artists, 1521 Locust Street, Lower Level, Philadelphia PA 19102. The Gallery Hours are 10-5, Monday-Friday, with special weekend hours on October 10-11 from Noon-6pm. The Center for Emerging Visual Artists will also host a reception on Thursday October 7, 5:30pm, which is free and open to the public.

After these opportunities to preview artwork, POST presents the opportunity to visit the artist studios and creative work spaces during Studio Tours West of Broad Street, which run Saturday and Sunday October 2-3 from Noon-6pm. Tours in Center City West, Chestnut Hill + Mount Airy, East Falls + Manayunk, Fairmount, Germantown, and West Philadelphia are self-guided, and open to the public. Following are Studio Tours East of Broad Street, which take place Saturday and Sunday October 9-10 from Noon - 6pm. These free, self-guided tours feature studios and community partners in Center City East, Kensington + Fishtown, North Philadelphia, Northern Liberties, Old City, Port Richmond, Queen Village + Bella Vista, and South Philadelphia.
